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APPLICATION GUIDELINES 
For General Requests
PLEASE READ BEFORE COMPLETING THE APPLICATION FORM
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 WHO WE ARE
Founded in 1949 The Variety Club Children’s Charity aims to help sick, disabled and disadvantaged children and young people up to and including the age of 18 years, who are resident within the UK.
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 WHO CAN APPLY
( Applications can be made on behalf of individual children, but these must be supported by a letter from an appropriately qualified professional, e.g. family doctor, occupational therapist, social worker, school teacher etc.

( Applications can also be made from non-profit making groups and organisations working with children up to, and including, the physical age of 18 years.  These include statutory bodies (schools and hospitals) and registered charities.
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 WHAT CAN YOU APPLY FOR 
( We can consider requests for funding which will be of clear direct benefit to a child or children. 
In general consideration is given to funding specific items of equipment that are for the direct use of children.
Grants outside the guidelines include:-

( repayment of loans




( reimbursement of funds already paid out
( garden adaptions




( hire, rental costs or down payments

( cost of a family/wheelchair adapted vehicle
( computers
( administrative/salary costs



( trips abroad or holiday costs

( maintenance or on-going costs


( medical treatment or research
( distribution to other organisations


( education/tuition fees
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 YOUR APPLICATION
( Applications can be made by parents, medical professionals, a school or organisation, hospitals and registered charities.
( Applications for specialist items of equipment, ie: walking frames, seating systems, specialist beds should be accompanied by a supporting letter from a Physiotherapist or Occupational Therapist.
( Quotations for equipment should accompany an application.

( Applicants are advised to think carefully before submitting a more substantial request.  Variety Club Children's Charity will need to be convinced of the high quality and efficiency of your organisation before consideration is given to making a donation.
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 THE NEXT STEP
( The Appeals Committee meets six times per year, therefore, there is no deadline for applications to be made.  Once all the required information has been received your application will be considered by the Committee.
( In some cases a member of the Appeals Committee will contact you to discuss your application more fully.

( The Committee recommendations are then put to the Crew, the main Board of the Variety Club, for approval.
( Notification of the outcome of applications will be by letter, and the decision of the Trustees of the Variety Club Children's Charity is final.
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 A FEW NOTES
( There is no lower or upper limit on the level of grant which may be awarded.

( Payments are usually made on receipt of invoices from the supplier.  Variety Clud is liable to pay VAT on most items and this should be taken into account.  Exceptions to this are medical equipment and equipment specifically designed for the use by a disabled person.

( The applicant must confirm they will take responsibility to arrange for the maintenance and insurance of any equipment funded by the Variety Club Children’s Charity.

( All appeals are considered on their individual merits, and grants made are dependent on the availability of funds to the Charity at any particular time.
